First mentioned in 973, 
Brilon rose to become one of West-
phalia’s most significant Hanseatic 
cities and today ranks among the largest 
cities in Germany by area. A city that 
breathes tradition yet remains vibrant. 
Since 2016, Brilon has also held the title 
of a certified Kneipp-Heilbad. ▶	 Exercise, well-being, and nature – 

that is Olsberg. This traditional Kneipp-
Heilbad offers the ideal balance of 
adventure and relaxation. On the Kneipp 
Active Trail, you feel the refreshing 
water, breathe deeply, and rechar-
ge amid unspoiled nature. The Kneipp 
ErlebnisPark provides ten rest stops, 
while the Sauerlandtherme Aqua-
Olsberg invites you to unwind. Here, 
it’s all about finding harmony between 
activity and mindfulness, experiencing 
and letting go.

▶	 Pack your backpack, lace up your
shoes, and set off. In Brilon and 
Olsberg, over 1.000 kilometers of mar-
ked trails wind through picturesque 
landscapes. Gentle hills, clear streams,
fragrant forests – and suddenly it 
gets steep and exciting. Whether
you‘re looking for a short loop or a
multi-day tour, you‘ll find the perfect 
route.

▶	 Whether you prefer cozy or modern, 
a hotel, vacation apartment, or trek-
king spot – Brilon and Olsberg offer 
accommodation that fits you perfectly.

The river
cycle paths lead through varied land-
scapes with mostly gentle inclines
making them ideal for families.

Themed trails

Sauerland Waldroute
▶	 Sometimes trails tell stories: 
about mining, fairies, roses or gold. The 
themed trails in Brilon and Olsberg take 
you on small journeys through time – 
exciting, educational, and sometimes
magical. Information boards reveal
more about nature, geology, and
culture. Experience stations and art 
installations invite you to linger and 
marvel. There are special adventure
trails for families, such as the 
Briloner Waldfeenpfad or the Vosspfad 
in Olsberg-Helmeringhausen.

▶ The Sauerland is considered a 
trailblazer in hiking tourism. With 
the opening of the Rothaarsteig in 
2001, a unique, region-wide signage
system was introduced, making orien-
tation so simple that you hardly 
need a map. Eleven towns, including
Brilon and Olsberg, have joined 
forces to form Germany’s first certified
“Qualitätsregion Wanderbares Deutsch-
land“ A true role model for many 
hiking regions and a 
paradise for visitors.

▶ 246 km of nature, tranquility, and 
green diversity. The Sauerland Forest 
Route leads from Iserlohn via Brilon and 
Olsberg to Marsberg. Lush greenery and 
deep quiet - perhaps the best 
way to describe it. Those who 
walk here find strength, inspi-
ration, and a sense of belon-
ging to the forest.

▶ Arrive. In every sense. The Sauer-
land-Seelenorte are spots that touch 
the heart: rocks and ancient trees, 
churches, hilltops, caves, and valleys. 
Forty-two of these special places in 
and around the Sauerland Wander-
dörfer have been chosen because they 
have always inspired people. Here 
you can find peace, breathe deeply, 
let go, or simply marvel. Each place 
has its own story, yet they all share a 
common quality: lively 
silence. Seven of these
places can be found 
here with us.

▶	 The path of the senses. One of 
Germany‘s best-known long-distance 
trails begins in Brilon and continues via 
Olsberg to Dillenburg in Hesse, around 
154 km of pure nature. The Rothaar-
steig is called the “path of the senses” 
for good reason, because here you can 
see, smell, feel, taste, 
and hear nature. Every 
stage is an experience 
for body and soul.

▶	 Two trails, two experiences, both 
honored with the „Qualitätsweg Wander-
bares Deutschland“ seal of quality. The 
Briloner Kammweg (49 km) delights 
with wide-ranging views and diverse 
landscapes. The Kneipp WanderWeg
Olsberg (40 km) combines exercise,
water, and inner balance – entirely
in keeping with the Kneipp philosophy.

▶	 When the snow falls, Brilon and 
Olsberg transform into a winter paradise. 
Go tobogganing, cross-country skiing,
hiking, or enjoy carving and boar-
ding on the slopes. Whether at Brilon‘s
Poppenberg or the Sternrodt ski area, 
both beginners and advanced skiers will 
feel right at home. Crosscountry skiing 
enthusiasts will find perfectly groomed 
trails at the Nordic Active Center Brilon, 
certified by the German Ski Association.

▶	 Charming villages, wooded land-
scapes, and authentic Sauerland 
customs – there is much to discover in 
Brilon and Olsberg. Stroll through the 
historic center of the old Hanseatic city 
or encounter the Kneipp philosophy 
in Olsberg, where health, water, and 
nature go hand in hand. Dedicated 
locals have created small museums 
in former school buildings, farms, 
and mills – places where history 
remains alive.

▶ Looking for a change of pace? 
Then try your hand at archery with the 
Sauerland Archers, play golf on Brilon’s 
9-hole course, enjoy outdoor or indoor 
mini golf, or experience indoor action 
with laser tag at the Brilon Leisure Arena. 
Olsberg also offers quiet fishing spots – 
perfect to end the day in complete rela-
xation.

▶ At Haus Hövener, you can immerse
yourself in Brilon‘s past. Furniture, 
ancestral galleries, and exhibits on 
mining and bell-casting reveal what 
life was like centuries ago. A true high-
light awaits in the historic vaulted 
cellar: original bones of the dinosaur-
Iguanodon, found in 1978 in a Brilon 
quarry, displayed alongside a life-size
model. A memorable experience
for all ages. 

▶ Iron ore was once mined deep
inside this mountain. Equipped with a
miner‘s helmet and smock, you will join 
the mine guides on a tour of the Philipp-
stollen, which was painstakingly carved 
out by hand.

Hagen–Warburg/Kassel), making them 
easily accessible.

Winterberg), you can travel straight to 
Bigge-Olsberg at regular intervals. And
thanks to direct connections from 
Dortmund and Korbach, Brilon is just as 
effortless to visit.

▶ Brilon and Olsberg are easily 
accessible via the A33, A44, and A46 
highways.

▶ Brilon and Olsberg are ideal starting
points for discovering the Sauer-
land. The region is one of the most
popular vacation areas in Germany and
offers excursion destinations that leave
nothing to be desired. Explore caves 
and tunnels or immerse yourself in 
museums that bring bygone eras and 
distant cultures to life. If you‘re looking 
for action, amusement parks and 
thrilling rides await you. And on sunny
days? Head out into the countryside 
– to wildlife parks, swimming lakes, 
or captivating hiking trails.
